12As a result therefore, brethren, debtors we exist no]t [to the f]lesh 
the according to flesh to live. 13If for according to flesh yo]u all li[ve,] you all ar- 
e destined to perish. If however in Spirit the undertaking]s of the bo- 
dy you all put to death, you all shall live. 14As many as for in Sp]irit of God are gui- 
ded, these as sons of God exist. 15Not for you all accepted a Spirit] of slavery 
again into terror, notwithstanding you all accepted a Spirit of adop]tion in 
which we shout ‘Abba, the Father.’
